lllegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing is a global problem with damaging impacts on the
marine environment, coastal communities, fisheries management, and socioeconomic progress. -

The United Nations Specialized Agencies - the Food and Agriculture Organization, International
Monetary Fund and the International Labour Organization - have developed a set of legally binding
and non-binding instruments to tackle the problem. These hold much potential if implemented
effectively at the regional level. .

However, this can be problematic in coastal states with limited capacity for monitoring, compliance
and enforcement. Part of the problem lies with a lack of awareness and education regarding the
complexity of the issue and the needs and challenges surrounding implementation. In 2021, the
World Maritime University (WMU) began a global capacity-building educational programme (the
CAPFISH project) to address these issues, consisting of a series of workshops and regional summer
academies aimed at maritime and fisheries professionals from developing country administrations. -

In August 2023, the first regional Summer Academy was held in partnership with GFCM, focusing on
the Mediterranean. Delegates were drawn from fisheries administrations in North Africa, the Middle
East, and South-Eastern Europe. In this workshop we will review the main regional outcomes and
present the experiences, challenges and successes of individual coastal states in managing their
fisheries, with a focus on IUU fishing. -
