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Abstract :In general, national trade laws are closely connected with the
world trade rule system, so called, the multilateral trade agreement.
Therefore, national laws relevant to fishery goods export and import and
fishery subsides should be consistent with the WTO agreement. The
purpose of this study is to examine problems and characteristics of the
present fishery trade system corresponding to the New Trade Round and
bring forward plans of the systematic improvement.

Currently, each country is discussing various issues, so called,
"Millennium Round", Post-WT O Round to control the 21th century world
trade order.

It is expected that the New Round will be of considerable scale, but
it is not yet agreed upon to concrete negotiation formulas, field and
terms. Korea and Japan have continually argued that a separate
negotiation group for fishery products be set up for the following
negotiations, but it dose not include the 3rd WT O Ministerial Conference
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draft and the revised draft document. In this study, we investigated the
discussion aspects on the fishery sectors at the WT O, OECD, APEC and
examined fishery tariff system and non-tariff measures of Korea.
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
